To endorse Connections 2025, the long-range transportation plan for the
Poughkeepsie-Dutchess County Transportation Council.

WHEREAS, the Poughkeepsie-Dutchess County Transportation Council (PDCTC) has been designated by
the Governor of the State of New York as the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) responsible,
together with the State, for the comprehensive, continuing, and cooperative transportation planning process
for the Poughkeepsie Metropolitan Area; and,

WHEREAS, it is the responsibility of the PDCTC to ensure that said policy, planning, and programming
process is consistent with applicable Federal and State law, and is also consistent with local area objectives,

WHEREAS, Connections 2025 is a product of a continuing, cooperative, and comprehensive effort
that was developed in accordance with the PDCTC public involvement procedures; and

WHEREAS, Connections 2025 has been determined to be in conformity with the State Implementa-
tion Plan (SIP) for air quality, and includes the required Air Quality Conformity Assessment to meet
the Clean Air Act Amendments of 1990, which was prepared based on the final rules on transporta-
tion conformity produced by the Environmental Protection Agency; and

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Poughkeepsie-Dutchess County Transportation
Council adopts Connections 2025 as the long-range transportation plan for the Poughkeepsie metro-
politan area; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that Connections 2025 sets the planning and programming priorities
for the metropolitan area’s transportation system; and

BE IT FINALLY RESOLVED, that the Secretary of the Poughkeepsie-Dutchess County Transporta-
tion Council is hereby authorized to transmit Connections 2025 to the Federal Highway Administra-
tion, Federal Transit Administration and to the New York State Department of Transportation.
